Job Descriptions
First year Workampers are encouraged to work in Rides, 
Foods, or Park Services. However workampers can work in 
any department.

Rides HOST: 18+
Rides Hosts work as either an operator or an assistant. The 
primary duties include helping to load and unload guests, check 
ride restraints, communicate the rules of the ride to the guests, 
operate the ride, and adhere to proper safety measures.

Foods HOST: 14+
Foods Hosts work in an assigned food area preparing food, 
running ovens and fryers, operating janitorial registers, and 
keeping the area clean.

Park services HOST: 14+
Park Services Hosts are responsible for cleaning and disinfecting 
public areas, removing garbage, and performing basic 
maintenance in assigned common areas.

LIFEGUARD: 15+
Lifeguards work as Slide Operators and Lifeguards at the pools 
and attractions in Adventure Bay. The primary duties include 
assisting guest load in and out of water slides and tubes, 
communicate slide and pool rules, operate the attractions, and 
adhere to all safety measures.

Shift Coordination
If you plan to come with a partner/spouse, departments will make 
every effort to coordinate your days and shifts off. Subject to 
department needs, the shift coordination may not always be 
possible, since some departments may not be able to lock you 
into a specific shift for the season.

Expectations
• Ability to work 6 to 8 hour shift; 6 days per week
• Work a minimum of 30 hours per week, per person, to 

maintain a free campsite
• An understanding that the position requires physical 

mobility, moderate lifting, and walking or standing for 
extended periods

Free Full Hookup Campsites
During your employment as a Workamper at Adventureland 
you will receive, as a condition of your employment, a campsite 
with water, sewer, and electrical hookups at no charge.

• Workampers may begin arriving April 6, 2026

arrive in the campground up to two days prior to their start 
date

• If your employment with Adventureland ends, you will
• have 72 hours to vacate or begin paying the daily rate
